There are three new items being discussed and planned in Kidi Kidish this year that | would like to highlight.
First, we will be conducting our Vigil event slightly differently this year. Traditionally we got together in De-
cember for our Vigil Dinner, and enjoyed the fellowship of an evening meal and the silent auction. This year.
we are going to hold the Vigil event as a breakfast on the same day as the Winter Banquet. There are a cou
reasons we are going to combine these events. Typically the Vigil Dinner and the Winter Banquet are just a
few weeks apart, and often the schedules and travel demands could force Arrowmen to do one or the other.
conducting the events on the same weekend, our hope is to increase attendance in both events. Second, Vi
members wanted to set the example to the lodge by providing cheerful service. The Vigil members of the
lodge will share in a mianorning breakfast, enjoy the fellowship of the silent auction, and then help to serve
the noon meal to the lodge to start the day off for the Winter Banquet. | would encourage all Vigil members 1
join in the fellowship, to assist with service, and then to be part of the events and fellowship of the Winter
Banquet for the remainder of the day.
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The second item | would like to highlight is the proposal by the Lodge Executive Committee (LEC) to convert
our lodge pocket flap to nemestricted status. According to our lodge procedures, this is a decision that must
be voted on by the membership at a general lodge meeting, and the proposal must be made available 30 da
prior to that vote. You will find the proposal in this newsletter for your review. The LEC had several reasons
for developing this proposal, and | would like all youth members to carefully consider these reasons before
voting on the issue at the Winter Banquet during the lodge meeting. Adults, while this may be a sensitive is-
sue for some of us, we must be able to support our youth in this decision and allow them to work the system
it is designed. Our role in this discussion must truly be that of advisors, offering information and support
when asked!

The third new process | want to review is the opportunity for unit leaders to coordinate submitting annual OA
dues at the same time the unit recharter takes place. In the recharter packets there should be an Order of tf
Arrow roster for the unit and directions on paying dues. Some units were already submitting dues this way,
and it seems to be a much more streamlined way to pay. This allows for the unit leader to collect dues from
individual Arrowmen, write one check to the lodge, and have an accurate record at the unit level of who is cu
rently paid. This will help with our recordkeeping system in the lodge and at the council office, and should
help us not to Amisso OA members. Our goal is t
mitting dues through this process, as it will make event registration more efficient and will allow for our mem-
bership records to more accurately reflect the size and scope of our lodge. If you submit dues this way, plea
remember to write a separate check to AKi di Ki di
charter.

As we move into the season where campouts mean coats and heavy sleeping bags, | would encourage all o
to recommit ourselves to the ideals of Scouting and the mission of the Order of the Arrow. Be part of your
units, and develop relationships with the youth and leaders of your Cub Packs. Soon we will see those Web
los crossing over to our Troops, ready for the adventure of camping with the older boys. Share that adventu
with these future Scouts by highlighting your summer camp experiences, by demonstrating cheerful service |
your units and communities, and by enjoying the fellowship that Scouting and OA continues to provide. OA
can be a great resource to demonstrate the best of Scouting to our Cubs!
