Summary:

RESPONSIBILITIES:

1. Personally contribute to the Friends of Scouting Campaign at a Family Champion level or higher.

2. Attend Konza District FOS Family Campaign meetings as prescribed by the Family Campaign Chairman.
3. Attend unit presenter training in November and make unit presentations in the manner taught.  

4. Work with assigned units prior to 1 January to set the date, time and place for the presentation.

5. Help with unit level mailing to all families before the presentation to set the groundwork for presentations.  

6. Work with the unit level FOS coordinator to ensure their presentation is a success.  Follow up with unit coordinators to contact unit members not at the presentation and allow them an opportunity to contribute to Scouting.

7. Help carry out an overall successful Friends of Scouting Family Campaign, and meet the goal by the targeted date.
8. Report progress of unit presentations within 48 hours of the presentation and help review progress toward established goals so campaign is completed by 30 April. 
9. Help with the District cleanup campaign to include a phone-a-thon and clean-up letters.
